From the Stewardship Committee 
Stewardship is our grateful, obedient response to our Baptismal promise to follow Jesus 
Christ as our savior. It is our acknowledgment of God as our creator and sovereign 
Lord. All that we do, all that we see, all that we are, he has entrusted to our care. One of 
the desires of the Stewardship Committee is to emphasize the scriptural basis of stew-
ardship. The Gospels are literally a how-to manual addressing our relationship with God 
and our stewardship of His gifts to us. 

In Luke 16:1-13 we meet an unscrupulous steward who, it turns out, Jesus com-
mends for the way in which he resolves the predicament in which he finds himself with
his master.

Some scholars propose that this parable has only one point of contact to the behav-
ior of believers (that's you and me); the steward's quick and resolute action in establishing 
a new life for himself. Thus it can be seen as a parable of crisis, stressing the need to make 
a decision about Jesus and to act on it.

In Luke 16:19-31, we are introduced to a rich man who is unwilling to share even the 
scraps from his table with the poor beggar Lazarus whom he sees daily. Jesus told this 
parable that we might hear it and not find ourselves wanting for having neglected the 
needs of others for our own wants.

Will we, like the steward, trust only in ourselves and our abilities to ensure for our 
future, or will we trust in Jesus Christ as our savior? Will we, 
like the rich man, not trust in God's care for us and hold 
tightly to all of our possessions and wealth for our own 
comfort in this life, and deny help to the needy? Or, will we 
live out our Baptismal Covenant to God, through our stew-
ardship, trusting in His love and care for us?

For us then, as Christians, trying to live our lives as we 
understand God would have us live them, our stewardship 
comes down to a matter of faith. Please take time to reflect 
on these Gospel lessons as we make our personal decision 
to pledge our time, talent and treasure towards the further-
ance of God's work through His church and the people here 
at St. Andrew's and St Swithin’s.
