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Some Garden Tips for our EarthCare Gardens:
**Placing mulch around your plants, bushes, and trees can reduce watering needs by 40%.

**Grass clippings are 75 -85% water, which is why it is a good idea to leave them on your lawn after you
mow. Annual amount of CO2 NOT emitted as a result of leaving grass clippings on your lawn after you
mow, thereby reducing your lawn's need for fertilizer and water : 58 pounds!

**Eor each hour of use, a gasoline -powered lawn mower is 11 times more polluting than a car.  Working to
plant shrubs and trees or other landscaping that does not need mowing or lots of water is a great way to
help the earth.

**Native plants adapted for your particular climate generally need less water that introduced plants not of
your region. We have some great books available on planting native plants in the Pacific Northwest. We
could plant some at church as well. (For example, Vine maples, red -flowering currant, serviceberry and
Indian Plum!) Planting native plants and grasses instead of nonnative ones can reduce your watering and
maintenance costs by upto  85%.
