Doug and | have moved within town a few times, having more experience with that than with moving to a
new community. But | found it interesting that | still had that unwelcome sensation of angst at a move.
Maybe it was the buried experiences of leaving a home, church, job, geography, family, for something new.
This move is much simpler; same loving friends and church community, still Port Angeles, and we still know
where the grocery store is. It points out in clear relief a basic human anxiety around change. Sometimes it
devolves from anxiety into fear.

Anxiety and awareness and preparedness for change are necessary. Fear can be either paralyzing or it can

mobilize our energy in ways which do not give us life. We cannot expect to live a life without change. But if

there is one thing we hear from the scriptures, fromt
afraid. ¢ Someti mes that gets trivialized and senti men
The deep underlying truth of our hope and confidence as Christians is that Jesus is with us as he promised.
Always.

Our move is not a small thing, but it is certainly not a big thing. We will be unsettled for a while and that

will keep us stirred and awake and active as change takes place. There are transitions and changes much
bigger than this one; many of you are in the midst of those where all you can see out front is a question

mark. When change is all around, we depend all the more on holding our center; that center is Jesus, lived
out in this community of believers. The winds may blow; the house may shake; the shoes may never be
located. But the underpinning of our lives as Christians is solid rock in Jesus Christ who has changed death
into life and offers us the same. Take him up on his offer; life then becomes more than changed oit
becomes transformed.
