The Observance of a Holy Lent 

That phrase is taken from the liturgy for Ash Wednesday in the Book of Common Prayer. Ash Wednesday is one of the 

most deeply moving holy days of the church year.  For some, the ashes are too much “sitting in sackcloth and ashes” and 

for others the imposition of often very visible ashes is uncomfortable in our “post-Christian” world out there.  But of 

course that’s the point.  We are passing through this life, made from the dust of the earth, even star dust, and to that 

dust we shall return.  It is a reality of our existence and no small comfort to be at peace with the nature of our lives, 

transient as they are.  And it IS a way to claim our faith in a public way. 

I long for Lent because the world for the most part doesn’t “get” it.  That means there is no wild advertising and 

shopping; no bombardment with what we simply must have or say or do or wear to properly celebrate the season; no 

overspending; no kitschy music everywhere.  It is a season bent on silence, prayer and introspection not only on the 

nature of our own lives, but on the nature of the life of Jesus and the gift of his life to transform ours. 

As we enter Lent together, I offer to you this “blessing” which seems appropriate for the chaos which we all experience, 

large and small.  Do not fear the chaos; bring it with you into Lent; find the gift in it, discover the peace which comes from 

it; ask Jesus to bless it.

Vestry meeting January 2012 

After taking the month of December off due to many schedule conflicts that busy month, then followed

meeting was a great experiment in the use of the electronic media.  Vestry issues during that time were 
dealt with on email and resolved by email consensus. The process worked very smoothly and is likely to be 
used again in the future on time-sensitive issues between meetings. 

This Vestry meeting was the first after our completion of the book study on Leadership and Listening.  
Trying on what we learned, the meeting began with Gail lighting of a candle--Symbol of Christ present in 
the meeting--and ringing of the prayer bowl.  This was followed by silent meditation on a presented 
question and then a period of sharing.   This set a different atmosphere for the rest of the meeting.  We 
tried to avoid the old 2ÏÂÅÒÔȭÓ-Rules-of-Order style meeting and followed a more Quaker approach of 
allowing all to speak. The goal was to reach a group consensus.  One issue required a two minute quiet

In the January CALL, you read briefly about (and last Sunday heard Gail mention) Year of Plenty as a possible pre-Lenten/

decision to spend a year consuming only what was local, used, homegrown, or homemade (with some interesting exceptions!). 

I am inviting us to read his book and consider making a personal decision about some small part of your purchasing choices for 

the season of Lent. It could be as simple as visiting our Farmers' Market if you have never done so. It could be purchasing locally 

grown meat or locally hand-made gifts. It could be NOT purchasing something you splurge on that is made and packaged 

heavily overseas. There aren't going to be any purchase-police to monitor you! And we don't need to meet regularly, but please 

consider Gail's reading/discussion group during Lent. I think the 9am Sunday Adult Ed. group wants to discuss the book for a 

few Sundays of Lent, and everyone is invited to listen or participate. I do hope we can write our pledges (signed or anonymous) 

on the bulletin board in the narthex during Lent. Let's meet on Sunday after church once, just before Lent begins or very early 

in Lent to hear each other's choices, and once again toward the end of Lent to encourage each other and hear our stories. If we 

buy 5 or more books, we can get them for $11.23 including tax from Port Book and News (regular price $12.95 plus tax). Please 

let me know soon if you want one.
